SCHOOL LEVIES  

 

The school charges each child a levy.  This covers their books, stationery, consumable 

items such as art materials and sports equipment, visiting performances, local excursions 

and swimming lessons.  Levies also include a copy of our annual magazine Connections 

for each family. 

Children receive their books and stationery when their levies are paid.  The following 

levies currently apply: 

 

 Kindergarten    $110.00 

Prep – Grade 6   $185.00  

 

Grade 6 Water Awareness levy $ 10.00   
(The full cost of this program is $25, the School Association will subsidise the additional $15 per student.) 

 

A school or sports top (per student) paid for during the first instalment of levies will be 

discounted to $10, funded by our School Association.    

Supporting families with multiple children at our school, there will also be a family 

discount of 5%.   The discount applies to families who pay the first instalment by the due 

date, Friday 9th February. 

 
3 children = 5% discount off total levy cost 

4 children  =  10% discount off total levy cost 

 

The school office is open on Thursday 1st February for the payment of levies and 

collection of books.  Levies may be paid for the whole year or by an agreed payment 

schedule with the School Business Manager. 

 

Families experiencing financial hardship may be entitled to have their levies waived.

ABSENCES 

¶ If your child has to be away from school, it is important to tell the school and provide the 

reason for your child’s absence as soon as possible. You can:  
o send a note or email to the school 

o telephone the school office 

o visit the school. 

¶ The principal may ask for a medical certificate or statutory declaration to explain absences 

for illness after a child has been absent for a total of more than 5 days in any school year. 

¶ The principal may also request evidence for other authorised absences; such as evidence 

of participation in an event or recognised learning experience, or a statutory declaration 

from a parent. This is only required if the principal has requested it. 

What happens if my child isn’t attending school? 

¶ Schools will follow up non-attendance, which could include sending letters to let you 

know how many unauthorised absences your child has during the year. 

¶ Schools will work closely with families to support a child’s attendance at school to 

maximise their learning. They can provide options for continued learning where illness is 

resulting in absences. 

¶ There is also a new compulsory conciliation process to help resolve issues that are 

causing a child not to attend school.

Infectious Disease Summary Chart  

 

Infectious Disease  Period of exclusion  

Cerebro-spinal meningitis Exclude until fully recovered. 

Chicken Pox Exclude for 6 days after eruption first appears.            

Conjunctivitis Exclude until fully recovered. 

Diptheria 

Exclude until medical certificate indicates two negative 

swabs. 

Gastro-enteritis Exclude until recovered. 

German Measles (Rubella) Exclude until recovered. 

Glandular Fever Exclude until recovered. 

Hand, Foot & Mouth Disease Exclude until recovered. 

Herpes Simplex (Cold Sores) Exclude only on medical advice. 

Impetigo Exclude until treated by a medical practitioner. 

Infective Hepatitis A Exclude until all symptoms subside. 

Influenza Exclude until recovered. 

Measles Exclude until recovered. 

Mumps Exclude until recovered 

Pediculosis (Head Lice) 

Exclude if there are lice or live nits in the hair. The pupil 

may return to school when the principal is satisfied that the 

lice or nits are dead and that the pupil has had treatment 

with the appropriate lotion. 

Ringworm (Tinea ) Exclude with instructions to seek medical treatment. 

Scabies Exclude with instructions to seek medical treatment.   

Scarlet Fever Exclude until seven days after symptoms subside. 

Whooping Cough 

Exclude for three weeks, unless a shorter time is certified

BIRTH TO FOUR PROGRAM   
 

Launching into Learning - LIL Playgroup 

 

These sessions aim to support our families. The sessions will be 

facilitated by a qualified early childhood teacher. This program is 

aimed at engaging parents/guardians and children in play based learning activities. The structure 

intends to engage, educate, build relationships and provide support and access to other services 

to our young families.  Our program is based around the National Early Years Framework.  At 

times families will also be invited to join us for special events, including our Water Awareness 

Program and Bravehearts workshop. 

 

Dates for LiL Playgroup are advertised in the school newsletter and in the Magpie.  The first 

session in 2018 is on Wednesday 14th of February. 

 

Each week children may borrow a book from the School library.  Children may bring their own 

snacks.   

 

Natone Primary School does not operate a separate full year Pre-Kinder program.   

We encourage you to attend our LiL’s program.  Additional Kinder Orientation sessions for 

2019 will be held in November, attendance at LiL’s maximises the success of these sessions. 

 

 

BUS SERVICES                           
 

The school is serviced by one bus.  Buses R Us operate the bus run.  The Bus ‘R’ Us bus route 

is available on their website http://www.busesrus.net.au/ and they can be contacted on 0364 

376218. 

 

Children who live less than 3.25 km from the school are not entitled to be carried on the bus 

(they may be if there is sufficient room). 

 

The School endeavours to instill in children any necessary road safety habits and bus behaviour.  

Families are also urged to keep reminding their children about the dangers associated with bus 

travel. 

 

Community members wishing to build a bus shelter may seek financial assistance through either 

the Burnie Council or other service groups. 

 

Families, who have to transport their children more than 5 km (one way) to the bus stop or to 

the school because there is no bus stop, may be entitled to a Conveyance Allowance.  Online 

application forms are available at http://www.transport.tas.gov.au/.  

 

If childrenõs bus travel arrangements change, parents/guardians are asked to write 

a note, or phone the school to inform us of these changes.  If no parental /guardian  

consent is given, we cannot allow children to vary their travel  routine .

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CELEBRATION EVENING – Proposed date Thursday 13th December 

 

This is another evening of family entertainment, it is a celebration of our school year and an 

opportunity to farewell our grade 6 students. The evening normally includes items from each 

class. It will be held in our school hall on Thursday 13th December, starting at 7pm.  

 

COMPUTERS  

 

Each classroom is equipped with up to date computers.  These computers are fully networked.  

Students are able to access the internet with guidance and support from teachers.  All students 

in grades 3 – 6 sign a computer user agreement. The agreement is discussed in detail with all 

students explaining the expectations and consequences if used inappropriately.   

Parents/Guardians are also asked to sign this document that is available during book collection 

or alternatively will be sent home with students early in Term 1. 

 

CROSS COUNTRY  – Proposed date Tuesday 29th May 

 

Kinder to Grade 6 may walk/run the course that takes in our playgrounds, farm and wetlands.  

We encourage children to wear their sports uniform or coloured top representing their house.  

The regional cross country competition is held in Ulverstone.  We will select a team to 

participate from Grade 3-6 students.  

 

EXCURSIONS/VIS ITING ARTISTS  

 

Excursions and visiting performances are very important parts of the school program.   

All children are assumed to be participating in any excursions or performances unless the 

school is advised otherwise by the parent/guardian. Parents/Guardians have the opportunity to 

approve minor excursions (local day trips) when signing the validation form at the beginning of 

each school year.  Alternatively, parents/guardians are required to give written permission on 

each occasion. 

 
 

ILLNESS / ACCIDENTS  
 

When children become ill during the day, the school tries to contact the parents/guardians so 

that they can take home the sick child. 

 

In the event of an accident requiring medical attention, the school tries to contact the 

parent/guardian.  The child will be taken straight to the Burnie Hospital Casualty Section if it is 
an emergency. 
 

  



KINDE RGARTEN/ADMISSION TO SCHOOL  

 

Kindergarten consists of 3 full day sessions for each child each week.  Kinder days for 2018 will 

be Tuesday, Thursday and Friday commencing Thursday 9th February. 

 

Children may be enrolled in Kindergarten if they are 4 years old or more on December 31 of 

the preceding year.  All children will have a Prep year between Kinder and Grade 1.  A birth 

certificate and proof of immunisation must be produced when enrolling Kindergarten students.

LEARNING in FAMILIES TOGETHER (LiFT)  
 

Our LiFT program aims to; 

¶ Engage families of K-2 students and empower them to be active partners 

in their children’s learning with staff. 

¶ Provide opportunities for families to build a repertoire of skills so they can support the 

literacy and numeracy learning of their children. 

A variety of LiFT activities will be coordinated throughout the year, information will be shared 

via our school newsletter and facebook page. 

 
 

LIBRARY  

 

The school has a great library.  Students are encouraged to borrow fiction and non-fiction 

books to read at home.  Our library system is now computerized and families will be notified 

when books are overdue.  Accounts will be sent monthly for books that have been identified as 

lost and borrowing is suspended until payment arrangements are made. 

 

 

BOOK CLUB  

 

Each month students have the opportunity to purchase good quality books at very reasonable 

prices from the Scholastic Book Club.  The school receives points from all purchases enabling 

us to get additional resources for the library throughout the year. 

We also host a book fair in Book Week annually with a percentage of sales going towards 

resources for our library. 

 

 
 

MEDICATION  

 

If any child is on any medication, either on a long or short term basis, we need to be notified by 

the parent/guardian.  A medical form signed by a Doctor will need to be completed before staff 

can administer any medications.  These are available from the office.  All medications must be 

handed into the office for safe storage.

MOBILE PHONES  AND ELECTRONIC DEVICES  

 

Children are asked to hand mobile phones into the office during school hours.  

Parents/Guardians can contact their children via the school phone and admin staff will pass on 

any relevant messages.  

 

Similarly, if a child needs to contact a parent/guardian on any issue they may use the school 

phone line. 

 

Other electronic devices should not be bought to school, unless permission is granted by the 

Principal.  (as per policy 2016) 

 

 

REPORTING TO PARENTS  

 

Over the course of the year teachers compile two written reports. Families will also receive a 

brief progress report during Term 1.  

There are also opportunities for parents/guardians to discuss their child’s progress both 

formally and informally with their child’s teacher or the Principal. Teachers are happy to meet 

with parents/guardians at a mutually convenient time to discuss a child’s progress.  Teachers 

will contact parents/guardians if they have any specific concerns regarding a child’s education 

both socially and academically.  

 

We strongly encourage open communications between home and school, together we can 

ensure that your child experiences success at school. 

 

 

SCHOOL ASSOCIATION  

 

The Natone Primary School Association is the school’s planning and policy making group.  Its 

purpose is to enable the local community and the school staff to work in partnership to ensure 

that Natone Primary School best meets the educational needs of its students. 

 

The School Association has the following functions:  

(a) to participate in the formulation and development of school policies, both in 

accordance with the Act and generally;  

(b) to participate in the formulation and implementation of plans for the improvement of 

the School;  

(c) to participate in:  

(i) establishing and reviewing, from time to time, the School's objectives, 

priorities, strategic directions and values;  

(ii) the planning of financial arrangements necessary to fund those objectives, 

priorities, strategic directions and values; and  
(iii) evaluating the School's performance in achieving those objectives, priorities, 

strategic directions and values;  

(d) to participate in, and provide advice on, the selection of the person to be the 

Principal (other than a temporary Principal or acting Principal);  

(e) to provide advice and recommendations to the Secretary on any matter relating to 

policy with respect to State schools and schooling;  

(f) to foster in the School's community an understanding of:  

(i) the value of education generally; and  

(ii) the benefits of education;  



(g) to foster cooperation among teachers, students, parents and the School's 

community; and  

(h) other functions determined by the Minister or prescribed in the regulations made 

under the Act.

WETLANDS  ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE CENTRE  

 

Natone Primary School encompasses an area which includes a Wetland Area, the school has 

rehabilitated, in partnership with our neighbour, Mr. Dean Shephard and Greening Australia. 

This area is a shared community area, and we welcome families for after-school or weekend 
barbecues and visits. 

 

Our Wetlands Environmental Science Centre is open to schools and other organisations. The 

centre is housed in the Discovery Educational Centre (DEC). The program provides visitors 

the opportunity to experience our Wetlands through hands on science activities. Over the 

course of the year there will be various numbers of visitors to our school. Costs are covered 

through a small fee which is charged, along with ongoing assistance from grants and other 

funding channels.   Natone students also get additional opportunities in our Wetlands area both 

to develop their leadership skills but also to expand their Science knowledge.   Everyone is 

encouraged to wear suitable footwear (gumboots) and clothing in our Wetlands area.
